Is a Club covered by insurance for Bring a Friend Day? 

The Club is covered by General Liability insurance and 

has the option of obtaining Participant Accident 

insurance for the non-members who will be 

participating in the Bring a Friend Day.  Registered 

members are already insured.  If a non-member is 

injured, they will not be insured as extra insurance 

was not purchased.  Should the non-member decide 

to sue the Club, the Club is covered by their liability 

insurance. 

 

How do you go about obtaining Participant Accident 

Insurance? 

To obtain this insurance for non-members attending 

any activities, arrangements MUST be made prior to 

the event.  Contact BF Lorenzetti to arrange for this 

optional coverage at 1-800-465-2842.  You will need 

to know the number of non-members participating in 

the event. 

 

As the non-members arrive, you should have them 

sign in.  This sign-in sheet will provide you with a 

record of participants and who is covered by this 

policy.  The optional policy will only cover the 

individuals you have requested coverage for. 

If an accident were to happen, the underwriter of the 

policy would require you to provide them with a list of 

participants. 

 

Remember:  This also relates to Halloween Parties, 

Christmas Parties, and any other activities your Club is 

hosting where non-members will be participating.
